METROPOLITAN DETROIT 

SNOWBIRD POLICY

OBJECTIVE

The objective is to make the Melton experience as pleasant and convenient as possible for our students by removing the burden of multiple registrations and minimizing the added expenses.

DEFINITION

Snowbirds are defined as students who visit a Melton site for four or more weeks during a school year (September –June).  

PROPOSAL

1. In September, at the start of the school year, Snowbirds will register in Detroit as their primary site and receive a Snowbird Registration Form.  At that time they must provide Detroit with the location and dates of sessions they will be attending at the desired secondary site.  Students will be accepted into the secondary site based on availability.

2. Students will pay an additional fee of $100 to the Detroit office to register as a Snowbird. The Snowbird fee covers up to 15 classes at an alternate location. An additional fee of $20 per person will be charged per class in excess of 15 classes away. Advanced registration is required, space is limited and subject to availability.
3. The Detroit office will process the registration and send the information to the secondary site.  The secondary site will send a confirmation of availability, and send an invoice to Detroit at a rate of $20 per person per session.  Once the Detroit office receives an invoice, the Detroit office will send payment to the secondary site.  

4. At the time of confirmation, the secondary site will send Detroit a schedule of classes with the location and an up-to-date calendar listing all topics and dates.  This information will be forwarded on to the student.

5. Snowbirds will receive their materials from the Detroit site and be asked to bring their student readers with them.     

6. The Detroit office will create their own registration form to distribute to their students.
